the following reasons:

« Proximity to the riparian corridor, with large
sycamores and other native tree species
along the entire project’s length.

« Access to Stonegate Park, with play fields, tot

play area, and skateboard park.

« Direct linkage to the existing reaches of the
Coyote Creek Trail system, providing 17
miles of recreation between San José and
